Ballet Jörgen Canada’s first public performance took place 
in Vancouver in 1987 and we are delighted that our work throughout British Columbia has been recognized. 
Today we serve the province on an annual basis and are pleased that so many communities welcome us back 
every year,” said Bengt Jörgen.
